The product that put the company
on the map is the FloDrip Wellhead
Separator that removes water, mud
and other liquids from flowing wells
and separates them.

The system is smaller and cheaper
than standard separation units.

"Our FloDrip wellhead separator
has been very popular," said Mark
Gabert, who handles sales and market­
ing for the company.

"We have two new models now that
are really going to open up the door for
a lot more market."

A double-hulled plastic storage tank
to go along with the separator packages
is another recent innovation.

The tank is perfect for companies
don't want to spend a huge amount on
a storage tank worth more than the
separation unit it serves, he said.

"That is just another product that
has been developed in the past year
and become a reality."

Nykyforuk said FloDrip and the
plastic tank are typical examples of the
company's innovative approach.

FloDrip was based on technology
found in cream separators.

The tank was influenced partly by
the agricultural industry where there
is less resistance to using plastic.

"Plastic and the oilpatch are night
and day. It's the if you can't weld it it's
not worth doing kind of thing," Nyky­
foruk said.

The Red Deer-based company is
carving out a solid reputation as a
problem-solver in the increasingly
high-tech oil and gas industry.
